All riders when mounted must wear a hat, with the chin strap fastened, that complies to the following safety standards, The hat must bear one of the following: PAS015: 1998, EN1384: 1996, BSEN1384: 1997, Snell E2001, AS/NZS3838 1998 or 2003.

Complaints to be in writing with £10 deposit within 15 minutes of the class in question, (deposit non refundable if the complaint is found to be invalid)

The judges reserve the right to remove competitors from inappropriate classes.

No entry fees refunded without vets or doctors certificate.

Trailers/boxes not to be mucked out onto the field, 

PLEASE TAKE YOUR LITTER HOME.

Any horse that might kick must wear a red tail ribbon.

All dogs must be kept on a lead.

Anyone seen to be mistreating an animal will be asked to leave the showground.

All cups/trophies must be signed for before leaving the show.

Any person contravening the rules may be banned and asked to leave the showground.
